Seven years after founding 
a non-profi t organization to 
help teens, one Duxbury resi-
dent is looking at expanding 
the reach of his program. 

When Jonathan Woods was 
12-years-old, he and his moth-
er went on a holiday shopping 
trip armed with only an index 
card. On the card was the name 
of a 3-year-old girl who was 
in need of a Christmas gift. 
While shopping, Woods saw 
a major fl aw in the gift-giving 
program: he wasn’t sure if he 
would be able to get the girl 
a gift she would like and one 
that would be valuable to her. 

“That sparked the ques-
tion, ‘What happens to kids 
when they are my age?’” 
Woods said. “So I said to my 
mom, ‘When I’m rich and fa-
mous I’m going to start a foun-
dation to help kids my age at 
Christmas.”

Woods said his mom told 
him he didn’t have to wait until 
he was rich and famous to help 
out other kids, so he started the 
Under The Tree Foundation. 
He connected with the Boys 
and Girls Club of Dorchester, 
which provided him with a 

list of names of teens in need 
of a gift. The fi rst list had 25 
names. Since then, the organi-
zation has helped over 1,200 
teens and raised over $56,000. 

“We have quite a few plans 
for our future now,” Woods 
said.

With the success of the 
program, Woods has set some 
short term and long term goals 
for the organization, includ-
ing programs during the non-
holiday months. This August, 
he partnered up with the Boys 
and Girls Club of Nantucket 
to bring a group of teens from 
the Boys and Girls Club of 
Dorchester to the island to 
participate in a day of playing 
disc golf and team building. 

“The program was very 
successful and is something 
we’d like to try to continue in 
the future,” he said. 

This year, Woods is most 
excited about an opportunity 
to expand the organization 
by starting a chapter on Nan-
tucket. 

“I would like to scale it to 
the point where we have chap-
ters in several cities and help-
ing several organizations,” he 
said.

Woods credits his sis-

ter and parents for their help 
throughout the years. He said 
the foundation would not be as 
successful as it is today with-
out the help of his family and 
those who provided him guid-
ance.

“I really couldn’t have 
imagined, seven years ago, 
that Under The Tree would be 
as successful as it is,” he said. 
“I was taught to focus on my 
manageable goals and success-
es, and each goal that I have 
set I have been able to reach, 
which is really exciting.”

The 20-year-old econom-
ics and computer science ma-
jor at Boston College said he 
has made the foundation a pri-
ority. 

“I have to fi nd the time for 
it,” he said. “This is the re-
sponsibility I undertook when 
I created the foundation. It’s 
the most worthwhile thing I’ve 
done in life.”

Woods said he has been 
“blessed” to work with the 
Boys and Girls Club of 
Dorchester. 

“It brings out the spirit of 
generosity, selfl essness and 
giving,” he said. “It’s so in-
spiring and keeps me going.”

cident, nor did their parents. 
“What they were doing in 

the weight room did not merit 
the severity of the alleged ac-
tions by a staff member,” Tan-
tillo said in the statement. 

The district initiated an in-
vestigation by the Department 
of Children and Families, as is 
required by law. 

Tantillo said the teacher/
coach involved is on paid ad-

ministrative leave pending the 
outcome of the investigation. 

The Duxbury Police De-
partment is directing all inqui-
ries to the superintendent, as it 
is not the only agency involved 
in the investigation. 

Calls to the Department of 
Children and Families were 
not returned as of press time.
